From November 1st to April 1st, there is no parking on any Village street or the Nordic Mall Parking lot from 3:00 a.m. to 5:00 a.m.  If you 

are parked illegally during those hours you can expect to be ticketed by the Village Police Department.   

Also, per village ordinance, the owner, occupant or person in charge of any parcel which fronts upon or abuts any sidewalk must keep that 

sidewalk clear of all snow and ice.  All snow and ice must be cleaned within 24 hours from the time the snow ceases to accumulate on all 
sidewalks.  If the snow and or ice is not cleaned off within 24 hours from the time the snow or ice ceases the village will be forced to clean 
your sidewalk at a rate of a $50.00 minimum charge or actual cost (labor and equipment), which ever is higher.

Evacuations, Missing or Endangered Children, Crime Alerts, Shelter in Place Advisories and other Emergency Announcements can all        
necessitate that a large number of people be notified in a short amount of time. St. Croix County has implemented a mass noti fication system 
called CityWatch to address this challenge. The database used in CityWatch is created from the confidential 9-1-1 landline database collected 
and maintained by AT&T. This database includes landline phones only which could result in a significant number of our populat ion missing an 

important notification message. Wireless phones, including cellular and VoIP, as well as landline phones (work  
numbers) that arenôt affiliated with the target address would not be part of the notification process.   Citizens of St. 
Croix County can register alternate phone numbers as well as email addresses in order to increase the chances of 
receiving these alerts in a timely manner.

sin. 

Unexpired ID issued by a Wisconsin accredited university or col-

lege that contains an issuance date, student signature, and expi-
ration date within two years of issuance, along with a separate 
document showing proof of current enrollment.
